J. Marc Overhage, MD, PhD, is the director, Medical Informatics, at the Regenstrief
Institute, Professor of Medicine at Indiana University School of Medicine, and
President and CEO of the Indiana Health Information Exchange (IHIE). He has spent
over 25 years developing and implementing scientific and clinical systems and
evaluating their value. In collaboration with Dr. Clement McDonald, he has created an
electronic patient record (called the INPC) containing data from many sources
including laboratories, pharmacies and hospitals in central Indiana. The system
currently connects nearly all acute care hospitals in central Indiana and includes
inpatient and outpatient encounter data, laboratory results, immunization data and
other selected data.
